If you will look under the last category (2016) you will find the total pointsof each
player. The higher number of points they have, the better that player is. Use this
category to help you pick the best team.

1. Atlanta HawksBruce Levenson, Michael Gearon Jr.

Owner Since: 2004

The Numbers: Forbes estimates the Hawks are worth $316 million, which makes them-tka<ird
valuable franchise in the NBA.

Group Ownership: Bruce Levenson and Michael Gearon Jr. are the majority partners of Atlanta Spirit
Group, a consortium of seven businessmen who own the Atlanta Hawks and operate Phillips Arena
(where they play). The original purchase in 2004 included tren#alThrashers, but they sold off the
hockey team in 2011 and the new ownership moved the team to Winnipeg.

How They Got Rich: Levensonfoanded United Communications Group (UCG), a business information
corporation, in 1977. Gearon started a telecommatiiens company when he was 25 and sold it to
American Tower, a builder and operator of communications towers, five years later.

2. Boston Celtic88oston Basketball Partners L.L.C. (Wycliffe Grousbeck, CEO)

Owners Since: 2003

The Numbers: Purchased for Baillion in 2003, the Celtics are now worth an estimated $730 million.

How He Got Rich: Jordan is worth an estimated $650 milkiis shoe brand controls over 50 percent of
the basketball market and he maintains lucrative partnerships with Gatorade, Hanes, 2K Sports, and
others. He also made a little bit of money playing basketball, a sport few fans are aware the famous
baseball payer tried his hand at.

5. Chicago Buliderry Reinsdorf

Owner Since: 1985

The Numbers: The Bulls are worth $800 million, making them the-thast valuable team in the
league.

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There are five players per team in a basketball game and each player
plays a specific position on court.

Each position can be thought of as a role, although these roles can be a
hybrid when each player is required to play two or more positions at one
time. This is due to the nature of the sport where players move around the
court and play flexibly, doing what is needed in a given situation.

Here are the five basic positions in basketball.
1. Centre

The centre is generally the tallest player who is positioned near the basket
as he must be able to get up as high as possible for rebounds. He is also
required to be more physically domineering with more physical strength
and overall athleticism.

Offensive -- The centre's goal is to get open for a pass and to shoot. They
are required to block defenders, and to open other players up for driving
to the basket for a goal. Centres are expected to get some offensive
rebounds and put-backs.

The centre should be good at making quick jump shots, hook shots, and
using the backboard on his shots.

Defensive -- On defense, the centre's main responsibility is to keep
opponents from shooting by blocking shots and passes in the key area.
They also are expected to get more rebounds because they're taller.

2. Power forward

The power forwards are usually the next tallest players in the team, who
are closest to the centre in physical attributes and playing style, but with
more speed. A forward may play under the hoop or are expected to
operate in the wings and corner areas.

They must be strong and comfortable with a lot of physical play and must
be an effective rebounder and effective inside shooter like the centre. The
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power forward is also expected to shoot from further distances than the
centre.

3. Small forward

The small forward is usually the shorter of the two forwards on the team.
However, the small forward must have enough height and ability to play
inside, and on top of that, play like the centres and power forwards, but
also be able to guard.

Small forwards are also the second or third best shooters from distance
of the five positions as they also play defensive roles.

4. Shooting guard

The shooting guard is potentially the shortest player in the team. However,
he has to be good at dribbling fast, passing and having court vision by
seeing the court. He is responsible for bringing the ball down the court and
setting up offensive plays.

The shooting guard is also the player who takes the most shots. He needs
to be an accurate shooter from three-point range.

In terms of height, shooting guards are taller
than point guards.

5. Point guard

The point guard needs to be the best ball handler, dribbler and passer as
he handles the ball the most out of all the players on the team. He needs
to bring the ball down the court and initiate offensive plays.

Point guards can also be the shortest player on the team as they use their
intelligence and court vision to coordinate all his teammates on offense.
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Point guards need to have a good long distance shooting, though it's not
quite as crucial as for shooting guards. However, some point guards take
as many shots as shooting guards.
