an essay that is a minimum of 1 page single spaced 
answering the following questions:​

Harlan County and/or Bledsoe? 
■​ Why is a college degree important to you?

○​ Required: 

■​ What have you done to help others during your 
life? 

■​ What (if any) awards have you received? 
 

●​ Applicants will demonstrate drive, hard work, and dedication 
to their academic and personal growth 

●​ Applicants will have volunteered in the community, whether 
through church, school groups, or on their own 



●​ Applicants will have a letter of recommendation from the 
high school principal, teacher, business or community leader 

●​ Applicants will have a strong desire to earn a college degree 
●​ Applicants plan to pursue undergraduate study at Eastern 

Kentucky University, Union Commonwealth University, 
or University of Kentucky 
 

Applications, resumes, and essays will be reviewed by a selection 
committee comprised of community members, educators, and 
program coordinators and applicants will interview with the 
selection committee.
