¢ All nontaxable income (AFDC, ADC, Social Security Benefits, etc.) also must be documented by the appropriate
agency

e Two letters of recommendation from instructors who have taught the applicant within the last two years

o Completed application form

o High school, Technology or College transcript

A selection committee composed of both internal and external reviewers will select a Seo Scholar by April 15th and
notify the recipient by May 1st. The scholarship will be presented at the school’s Award Program Ceremony.

o Winner is required to annually furnish a transcript before additional
monies are sent to the college.

« Student must maintain a cumulative GPA of at least 2.5 after each
semester or forefeit the award. (Only beginning freshmen will be given a
second chance to improve their overall GPA.)

« All application materials must be submitted by FEBRUARY 28, 2020

« The scholarship committee will make the final determination on all cases
concerning the interpretation of these rules. All applications become the
property of the Kentucky Farm Bureau Education Foundation and will not
be returned.
